How much?  $250 per student 
When? Usually awarded the last Friday U-Club Discussion of Fall Term

Who Qualifies?  Both Undergraduate and Graduate Students qualify.  They must be in good academic standing and demonstrate a special economic hardship or circumstance or need.  Examples of this could include ISU students with special family or individual expenses, those needing to offset travel costs after their paper has been selected for a conference presentation, and for other special or specific ISU or community needs or event or project.  If an applicant has been active in community or university volunteer efforts or service or special projects, they should definitely pick references who can describe their work.
How to apply?  Information about the scholarship will be distributed through the college offices to departments in October but mainly contains the basic information in this email/announcement.  
Applications and letters of reference will be the primary basis for selection.   The application form and 3 sources of reference pertaining to the recommendation must be submitted to the selection committee before November 1, 2006
