How to set up Page Piping
There are more extensive instructions on this in the help area of the program.
Let’s say that you want to personalize a survey and add participant prompts.  In the first question of the survey you are asking someone their name.  In another question you ask them a preference.  In a third question you mention them both by name and by the preference they selected.

1.  Create a fill in the blank question that asks them their name
2. Ask them a preference question (like what type of workshops they prefer)

3. Create a third question that is a comments box.
a. For the question I want you to type in the following: So, , you have indicated that you prefer  for you training method.  Please indicate why in the space below  (Notice we have left spaces after So, space and prefer space )
b. Save the question
c. Scroll up to the first question and click on the button on the right that says “pipe”
d. This will pop up a window with the code for that question response (looks something like the code below)

e. Copy the code (including the pound signs ####)
f. Go to your third question and in place of the space after “So,” paste in the code that you copied.  It will look something like this:
So, ###38073###, you have indicated that you prefer ###38075### as your method of training.  Tell us why?
g. Save the question.
h. Scroll up to the second question
i. Click on pipe and copy the code
j. Go to your third question and in place of the space after “prefer” paste in the code that you copied.
k. Save the question.
l. Make the survey live
m. Test it out with different names
4. Piping is really useful especially when used in conjunction with page conditions.  For example, if someone has selected “Other” in a previous question you may want to have them elaborate on a separate page.  You will want to tell them why they need to elaborate.  For example, it might say something like the following:
“So, Sarah, you have indicated that you prefer Other as your training method.  Could you please elaborate.”
Or
“So, John, you have indicated that you prefer half-day retreats as your training method.  Could you please elaborate.”
