Video Training at LILT

Digital Video Editing is a process that allows you to digitize your videos and modify them using a computer. Editing digitally makes it easy to sequence clips, add transitions, titles, and new sound tracks.

This process can be easily achieved at LILT by using a host of software and hardware. The software used to capture and edit videos is Adobe Premier Pro. 
Premier, a professional video editing platform, uses the familiar Adobe interface, which simplifies the learning process. Once you have finished editing, Premier lets you render and export your final movie using the format of your choice. Final formats are usually Quicktime, Real Media, or Windows Media File (WMV), depending on how you want to use your project.

LILT has four computers that are setup for video editing, one Mac G3, and three PCs. All of our computers are fast and have plenty of RAM and storage space needed for video editing.
