Quick Tips for Web Accessibility

· Use styles, including headings: h1, h2, h3 (in consecutive order—do not skip numbers)

· Use meaningful link names, do not use “click here” or “more info”

· ALT tag any important images with descriptions; for unimportant images use alt=”” (in Dreamweaver use the empty option)
· Include skip links for repeated navigation.

· Tables should only be used with data; mark header rows with th tags.
· Do not convey information through color only.

· Do not require a mouse; all sites MUST be fully usable with a keyboard only.
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
