Mathematics
One of the following four courses is required:

MAT 144 Precalculus
MAT 145 Calculus I (also fulfills the Mathematics requirement for General Education Inner Core and IAI Mathematics)

Philosophy
One Philosophy elective is required.

Laboratory Sciences
Two laboratory courses are required. This requirement can be met through the Inner Core General Education requirements at ISU because they are science courses that also have labs as part of the courses.

Psychology
Four sets of course requirements must be fulfilled for a total of 41 hours.

1. All of the following SIX courses are required.
PSY 111 Introduction to Psychology (PSY 110 may be used only if it was taken PRIOR to a student’s becoming a psychology major at Illinois State.)
PSY 138 Reasoning in Psychology Using Statistics (Gen Ed Middle Core!)
PSY 200 Careers in Psychology
PSY 231 Research Methods in Psychology
PSY 331 Laboratory in Research Methods for Psychology
PSY 340 Statistics for the Social Sciences

Note: PSY 138 will fulfill the Quantitative Reasoning requirement for the General Education Middle Core. By University policy, a maximum of 3 hours of General Education Middle and Outer Core courses in one’s major (including cross-listed courses that may be substituted in the major) can count toward General Education credit.

2. Choose ONE of the following courses for a capstone experience.
· PSY 390 Advanced Research Apprenticeship

· PSY 391 Scholarship of Teaching and Learning PSY 392 Senior Seminar (a new capstone option; see below)
· PSY 395 Professional Practice Seminar and PSY 398 Professional Practice in Psychology (3 hours) taken the same semester

PSY 365 Dynamics of Social behavior

4. Choose NINE hours of psychology courses as electives
Required courses for the Major in Psychology must be taken for a letter grade. Courses taken as pass/fail or for credit/no credit will not count toward the Major in Psychology.

Students may not register for more than 15 hours of any combination of the following courses: PSY 287, 290, 290.01, 290.02, 291, 299, 390, 391, 398, or IDS 395.03.
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
